California Energy Commission, 
 

The Kern Valley Indian Council finds the decision of the California Energy Commission 
(Commission) to approve a request for distribution of confidential cultural resource data of 
resources on federal lands distributed to your commission by the BLM under a confidentiality 
agreement unacceptable.  All such requests should have been referred to the BLM for review.  The 
BLM has the responsibility to preserve and protect cultural resources found on federal lands.  That 
obligation is to the people of the US and to the Tribes that descendents of the people who left 
these prehistoric resources.   It seems the agencies that are involved in the Renewable Energy 
Action Team are willing to take short cuts to expedite the approval process.  We feel the 
confidential cultural resource information regarding the Imperial Valley SES Solar Two Project 
released to California Union for Renewable Energy was improper and has the potential to 
endangers the integrity of those prehistoric cultural resources.  This information should be returned 
at once to the Commission. 
 
Regarding the Commissions retaining access to confidential cultural resource information, the 
Commission should retain the data to use in the manner the BLM understood that you would.  All 
future requests for access to such data shall be referred to the BLM for their consideration.
